Title: The Creative Curriculum® for Preschool: Daily Resources

Course Description

General Description: Designed for preschool teachers, this course explores effective
strategies for using The Creative Curriculum® Daily Resources to engage children in
developmentally appropriate experiences.

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Each interest contains 4—5 activities that present information in a variety of formats
designed to engage learners with different learning styles. These activities include
tutorials (videos, slideshows, interactive experiences, and articles), excerpts from The
Creative Curriculum® foundational volumes, and application exercises that require
learners to reflect on their own practice and apply their new knowledge. The course is



self--guided and self--paced—Iearners can view the interests and activities in any order
and pause/return to the course at any time

Program Application: The course includes a number of practical exercises that require
learners to consider their own practice and either observe children with certain curricular
objectives in mind or individualize an experience for one or more children. In some
instances, it is recommended (although not required) that another adult in the program
capture video of the learner’s interactions with children for later review and reflection.

Course Materials: The Creative Curriculum® for Preschool, Sixth Edition, Volumes 1-6,
along with Daily Resources, including Intentional Teaching Cards™, Book Discussion
Cards™, Mighty Minutes®, and Teaching Guides are recommended, but not required.
